(1) Do you take any household objects for granted? Well! one of them is...

My grandmother had some of these plates; and there were some in my home too, I have two of these porcelain plates. (showing the two actual porcelain plates)  It is rare to find them available in the market now.
However! our company made a research and located only 40 such plates all over the country. They were produced as collectible items back in 1972 and have never been reproduced since then!!

(8) Shall we move on to the physical properties of these awesome porcelain items??? The bunga kangkung pattern on the plate was imprinted and does not fade easily. You should treat them with care as these porcelain plates are fragile and breakable. 
(9) Why should you consider purchasing ['pɜːʧəsɪŋ] this classical porcelain? Our customers are commercial companies reselling porcelain collectible items. These companies couldn’t wait for the production of this replica line of porcelain.
