
The use of technology in tertiary level classrooms: the way forward?

And all of a sudden something totally unexpected happens. You don’t seem to get a job! Future employers want something different from what you have just learnt at the uni!!!
2. What happened? Have your knowledge and skills become obsolete? before you even graduated? That should be everyone’s nightmare. Why? - - - - - - -

Long ago, classrooms had only whiteboards and marker pens used for learning!!!! Ken Robinson states that we are now living in a pre-digital culture where technology has improved classroom learning!!!
2. Relative to Ken Robinson, Jeff Dunn also states that there’s been an exponential growth in the educational technology over the past few years. 
Does it mean that we need to develop our ability to learn new technologies as fast as they come up? 
What kinds of technology should we be proficient in? 
3. Imagine you are in a classroom. Would you like to learn from only whiteboards or with various kinds of technology?

From my experience, I have more self-learning skills when I am exposed to different technologies. I would like to share three examples of technologies that can be useful in classroom learning.

4. Do you know that you can learn outside of classrooms through social learning networks??? Edmodo is one example. It enables teachers to share content, distribute quizzes, assignments and manage communication with students and parents. Similarly, students can comprehend study resources, clarify and ask for improvement of the material presentation or the technology itself.

5. Apart from Edmodo, do you know that you can learn online instead of going to class? Video conferencing software, Zoom allows screen sharing between your teacher and your classmates when presenting your ideas. You can even add a virtual background and breakout rooms for group works!!!
6. Nowadays have you noticed that your lecturers are using smart interactive boards often in class? They provide flexibility to show images, videos and illustrations. It would be neat and convenient as markers drawn on the board are digitalized.

7. With the advancement of technology, did you realize that it helps us to be technologically savvy, flexible, adaptive, intuitive, understanding needs and realize unperceived needs? Equally, how do we develop our ability to learn fast???
8. It is through our exposure to technological learning!!! Do you know that technology helps teachers create a more personalized learning environment for their students? Do you realize that students are able to develop solutions to their problems in learning?

9. As a result, Jeff and Katie Dunn suggest that personalized tech-infused learning is the future of education. 

Do you know that technology is essential for our future career? Modern design technologies will help us to be on the cutting edge of the competition in the market. Communication technologies will help us to be better communicators with prospective customers. 

10. As designers, we should be aware of the needs and problems of our customers and be able to offer viable solutions to their problems. From that, do you know that it has given us the awareness of the limits in our profession too?

That awareness will push you to building partnerships with other professionals who will help you to better connect to your clients. For me, as a future web designer, I need to build connections with a range of other design specialists as well as consumer experience specialists and market analysts, who will contribute to my success.
